The one full bath and 2 powder rooms are fashioned with beautiful details. The nearly 1-acre property
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includes a vegetable garden, gorgeous mature trees, and a custom brick, lower terrace perfect for a fire pit

and gatherings. Create the most unique and incredible home in Hudson for you and your family! Or imagine it

as a cooking school surrounded by the Hudson Valley's farms or a food television studio and even a music

production studio, (the acoustics are professional grade). The Abbey would make for an amazing art center

complex or museum, or a Zen meditation retreat. The possibilities are endless. Beyond all that Hudson has

to offer - the new Klocke Estates Distillery is only 10 minutes away; the future home of The Shaker Museum

in Chatham is 20 min away and you can be in the Berkshires in 40 minutes.
